Annual Tech! 

Based on the overwhelmingly positive 

response to our Annual Tech program last 

year, the Solo Board has agreed to offer the 

program again for 2009.  So fire up those 

engines and head out to Pennington Field on 

March 14 for the Texas Region 2009 Annual 

Tech Day! 

For folks who participated in 2008 this will be old hat, because the 

program will work exactly the same as last year.  Youôll print out the 

Annual Tech form that will be posted on the Texas Region web site, 

and then complete the form by performing a thorough inspection of 

your car in each area listed.  Bring the completed and signed form, 

along with your car/helmet/tires/etc and a copy of the 2009 Solo 

Rules, to Pennington Field on March 14th and Iôll inspect every-

thing again to validate each item.  Assuming the car passes, Iôll place 

an Annual Safety Inspection Certification sticker in your Solo rule-

book and youôll be ready for the new season. 

Like last year, those with Annual Tech Certification will not have 

to bring their car through the Tech line at Texas Region events.  Just 

wander by Tech at your convenience, initial the event sign-off sheet 

confirming youôve checked your car for that specific event, and weôll 

give you the standard Tech sticker for your windshield.  Couldnôt be 

easier, and the folks who took advantage of the program last year 

thought it was great ï gave them more time at the restaurant on Sun-

day mornings. 

Okay, now that Iôve gotten you all excited ï hereôs the small print 

(you knew there was a ñbutò in here somewhere, right?).  First, the 

program is only open to SCCA members.  Thatôs an SCCA corporate 

thing that we have to abide by, so if youôre considering it hereôs an-

other benefit of becoming a member on top of the money you save on 

entries. 

Second, the program is only open to members experienced in pre-

paring their car for Solo and thatôs demonstrated by having partici-

pated in at least five Texas Region Solo events in 2008.  Itôs a safety 

thing to make sure everyone involved knows how to prepare their cars 

for our events and to ensure we donôt put workers or spectators at 

risk, but if you think youôre qualified and didnôt run with us five 

times last year come talk to me and if youôre convincing enough 

maybe Iôll consider an exception.  Maybe. 

Lastly, remember that Annual Tech is not intended to replace or 

eliminate the need to inspect your car before each event to ensure its 

safe operation.  It simply means that, after the thorough Annual 

Tech, you assume the responsibility to do that.  And rest assured Iôll 

be randomly checking cars throughout the year, so donôt even think 

about skipping that re-check for every event. 

Details of the program will be posted on the Texas Region Solo 

web site.  Please download the file and read it before you show 

up with your car.  It will answer most or all of your questions and 

will save both of us unnecessary aggravation, and you really donôt 

want me aggravated while Iôm checking your car ï do you? 

Just a couple of other items to mention.  The plan, assuming 

Topeka cooperates, is to have copies of the 2009 Solo Rules avail-

able for purchase at Annual Tech so if you canôt get one before then 

just bring your $20 and weôll fix you right up.  And if you just canôt 

make it out on the 14th, well, sniveling and groveling sometimes 

works ï find me at an event and weôll figure something out.  

Annual Tech will be 

running in conjunction 

with the Texas Region 

Solo School, also hap-

pening at Pennington 

on March 14th, so when 

you arrive remember 

thereôs an event under-

way and use caution 

entering the facility.  

Iôll be set up in our 

normal grid area, 

against the wall where 

we put 2-driver cars.  

To allow for admini-

stration of both activi-

ties, the Annual Tech portion will begin at 10:00am and will be 

open until 4:00pm.  If you need to reach me during the event Iôll 

have my cell phone with me (214-218-9483) but please understand I 

canôt pick up if Iôm under a car and  Iôll call back as soon as Iôm 

able. 

Thatôs about it, except for a strong reminder that Annual Tech is 

intended to be a self-policing program and, like any normal Tech 

inspection, doesnôt relieve the competitor of his/her responsibility to 

present a vehicle at the starting line thatôs safe to operate and in 

compliance with the Solo rules.  Seriously, folks, the Tech staff canôt 

possibly catch every deficiency in maintenance or design and the 

ultimate responsibility for a vehicleôs condition lies with the 

competitor.  Please take that seriously, let me know if thereôs any-

thing I can do to help, and lets have another terrific and safe Solo 

season in 2009.

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As several of you know, a fel-

low Texas Region autocrosser 

was involved in an auto acci-

dent recently over the holi-

days.  Physically he seems to 

have been very lucky in the 

outcome of the ordeal.  If youôre a 

driver in Texas (or anywhere for that matter), you know how compli-

cated and confusing it can be to file a car accident claim, switch car 

insurance companies or simply add a person on to your policy. To 

help make things easier when dealing with your auto insurance com-

pany, Iôve surfed the web for some helpful tips on Texas car insur-

ance.  These items can not only save you some time & money on your 

insurance, but perhaps help you be better prepared in the event of a 

car accident.  Iôm certainly no expert on insurance so I advise you to 

do you own research on these items.  Read on Coneheads! 

1. How your Texas car insurance company determines your car's 

value after it has been declared a "total loss"  
    When totaling your car, your insurance company's goal is to help 

you find a new car within the same market. To do this, car insurance 

companies use three different methods for determining the value of 

the car declared a total loss, such as: Computerized vendor quotes.  

Market research.  Online resources, such as Kelley Blue Book and 

Edmunds.com. 

    If the car insurance company is unable to find a car from within 

your area, they may have to find a replacement car outside your zip 

code, which can dramatically affect your car's true value. For instance, 

if you reside in a big city within Texas, such as Dallas, Houston or 

Fort Worth, then the cost of replacing your car will likely be more 

expensive then if you lived in a suburb or more rural part of Texas.  

2. When switching car insurance companies, you must cancel your 

insurance policy first 
    Though it is possible to cancel your coverage at anytime, it is im-

portant to note that many insurance companies require a written state-

ment, including the date of termination, in order to officially close 

your car insurance policy. If you do not do this, and you receive and 

ignore the next bill, your policy will be canceled automatically by the 

insurance agency for delinquency of payment. The negative of this 

automatic cancellation is that it will show up on your credit record, 

which could potentially impact your credit score! 

    The safest thing to do when switching car insurance companies is to 

call your company and let them know that you are canceling your 

policy. The company will send you a cancellation request that needs 

to be filled out and sent back in.

3. Your car insurance company may be required to pay for sales 

tax and registration fee for a new car 
    Out of the 29 states that require car insurance companies to pay 

sales tax when you replace your totaled car with a new or used car, 

Texas is not one of them. But that doesn't mean you shouldn't re-

quest it. The insurance company policy states that they are required to 

make you "whole", which means that they will return you to where 

you were before the accident occurred. It should be noted that the tax 

is calculated based on the pre-accident value of your car. If you buy a 

higher priced car as the replacement, the insurance company will still 

go off the price of your original car (pre-accident).  

4. Making a car insurance claim could increase your rates 
    Typically, insurance companies raise your car insurance rate by 40 

percent in the event of an accident. However, some insurance compa-

nies will only increase your personal rate as opposed to your entire 

rate, but that is at the discretion of the insurance company.  

If you are a good driver that does not have any driving violations, 

then you will want to consider going with a car insurance company 

that offers an "accident forgiveness" or "forgive the first accident" 

policy. This will help keep your insurance premium from fluctuating 

in the event that you file a car insurance claim.  

5. Your credit score does more than affect your credit, it can also 

affect your car insurance rate 
    That's right; your credit score can impact how much you will pay 

for car insurance! Think it is not fair; well many insurance companies 

tend to disagree! Studies show that there is a direct correlation be-

tween your insurance risk score and the likelihood that you will file a 

car insurance claim. Your insurance score is used to evaluate your 

stability as a driver. So if you pay your bills on time, are in good 

standing and have a long standing credit history with lenders, then 

you will be more than likely be consider a dependable person. How-

ever, if you tend to pay your bills late, open and close credit fre-

quently and are in poor standing with creditors, then you will likely be 

considered an unstable person and a potential threat on the road.  

    You can improve this "poor standing" by starting to pay your bills 

on time and establishing a good history with lenders. One way to start 

down this path is by contacting a free credit counseling service for 

guidance such as Consolidated Credit Counseling Services, Inc.  

6. Adding a teen to your car insurance policy 
    Most insurance companies donôt require you to add your teen to 

your car insurance policy when they are driving age, only when they 

receive their license. On the other hand, if you are in a 

high-risk pool, you may be required to add them when 

they receive their driver's permit. If you forget to add 

your licensed teen, and they are involved in a car accident, they will 

be covered; however, your insurance company may charge you back 

premiums from the date your teen received their license. 

    To learn more about Texas teen driver laws and regulations, visit 

the Texas DMV. 

    Even though most states have similar laws in place for car insur-

ance, they do not typically have similar car insurance rates. That's 

because Texas car insurance rates are influenced by geographic loca-

tion and its state laws. Thatôs why itôs always a good idea to shop 

around and compare the rates of various auto insurance companies. 

    BTW, one thing every person associated with our sport  needs to 

remember, Autocross is NOT racing.  If I was talking to my insurance 

company about my hobbies, I certainly wouldnôt mention autocross!  

Also, just an FYI, 99% of insurance companies will not 

cover your car at a motorsports event.  Some insurance 

companies are less autox ñfriendlyò than others.  One such 

company has a green amphibian associated with it.
